ARTIST:
SILVIA DURRER – WESTERN AUST.

Silvia conducted Teddy making Workshops at “the International” for the first time in 2006.  Her Workshops were very well received, and it is by popular demand that we have invited Silvia again in 2010.  She has created two entirely new Teddies for the 2011 Workshop program and we feel that all students interested in the finer details of face making and sculpting for character will enjoy these classes.  Silvia will also teach those gorgeous noses and toes that distinguish her Teddies.

ICEDOR WORKSHOP will be of TWO day duration and to ensure that students gain the maximum tuition in those finer points of face making, she will be sending kits to students prior to the workshop dates.  The kits will involve the very basic Teddy assembly work and allow you to proceed with the unique techniques that she will teach. MUNGO is a ONE day workshop and no presewing is required by the student. – kit will be supplied on the day of the workshop.
Silvia’s bears (Durrer Bears) have collected numerous awards at show world wide.  Silvia is originally from Switzerland, she has exhibited in most major shows in Europe.  She now resides in Perth, Western Australia.
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“MUNGO” by Silvia 1-day workshop:

Mungo measures 20cm (8”) and is made from dark-tipped mohair. His face is extensively needle-sculpted and shaded. Mungo has a head joint only - his body is in one piece but has full armature and the little tail finishes the look. He is filled with wool and designed to lie on his tummy. The workshop will focus on the needle-sculpting and shading of the face and the construction of the body armature. No pre-sewing is required.
This bear requires basis bear making skills. If you are comfortable making a bear and would like to learn how to achieve these wonderful affects using advanced techniques - this is a workshop not to be missed!

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“ICEDOR” by Silvia

Monday & Tuesday Two day workshop
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This adorable polar bear measures 23cm (9") sitting and is made from an alpaca/mohair blend with leather-suede paws. To achieve this wonderful expression Icedor’s face is extensively needle-sculpted and painted, the glass eyes feature eyelids and the leather nose adds character. The paw pads are needle-sculpted also, the double-jointed neck enables Icedor to tilt his head and the little tail finishes the look. He is 6-way cotter pin and disc jointed and filled with wool. Plastic pellets in the tummy add a lovely weight. Icedor is designed to sit. The workshop will focus on the face, leather nose and paws and pre-sewing is required.
This is not a bear for beginners but if you are comfortable making a bear and would like to know how to achieve these wonderful affects using advanced techniques - this is a workshop not to be missed!

Linda is one of Australia’s leading Teddy Artists and has been creating and exhibiting her distinctive bears for more than twenty years.  Her Teddies are particularly notable for their exquisite attention to detail and an example of such is a must in any serious collection. Linda and her family live in “Tassie” (she is an overseas visitor)

1 Day workshop
After making and selling soft toys and other fabric crafts at the local craft markets I thought instead of making fabric bears I would try my hand at fur bears.  I made my first synthetic bear from a pattern in a magazine then progressed to mohair after buying a book on bear making.  

After attending a design workshop with Jennifer Laing in 1998 I decided to enter a bear I had designed in the 1999 Sydney Teddy Bear Fair and won the Open Category, small bear section.  Since then I have won other awards including 3 Bear of the Show’s.   

In 2000 I sold some of the bears I had made on the new artist table at Sydney Teddy Bear Fair and this started me off trading at Teddy Bear Fairs in Sydney, the Gold Coast and Mittagong.   

My bears are mostly traditional in style and are between 4” and 20” in size. I try to make them have an “alive” look.  I also make bears with an aged/antique look as I really like the older Steiff bears.  Sometimes I will add an item of clothing to my bears, depending on how I feel at the time. 

I sell my bears at Bear Fairs rather than on the Internet as I enjoy meeting the collectors and other bear artists.  I am also now into my 7th year of making bears for the Teddy Bears of Witney (UK) cataloguing.  “A Bear Place”, a shop in Singapore, also sells my bears.   This all keeps me very busy. 
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MAYA BY LORRAINE ALMOND measures approx 8" (20cm) and made of Alpaca with sculpted ultra suede feet and downturned paws (no paw pads). Learn to capture Lorraine’s method facial expression with shading and clipping.
In the class we will concentrate on completing the head and sculpting the footpads (pulled toes).
